Individuals applying for the Fall primary
certification examinations must complete their training by November 1 of the year of application.

Cancellation Policy

If the candidate cancels an appearance for the examination after the final filing dates or does not
appear for the examination, the entire application-examination fee is forfeited, with the following
exceptions:

1. Personal illness at the time of the examination, validated by the candidate’s personal physician.
Documentation must be received in the ABP office within 60 days of the date of the
examination. In this case, consideration will be given to transferring a major portion of the
examination fee to the following examination.

2. Inability to accept the date assignment (primary certification applicants only). Once examination
date assignments are posted, candidates for the primary certification examination have two
weeks from notification of their assignment to cancel. These candidates may request a transfer
to a future examination, in which case the examination fee, minus a $500 transfer fee, will be
applied to that examination. There is no opportunity to change the assignment within a given



examination period. If the ABP is not notified within the 2-week period, the assignment will
stand.

If you are registered for combined APCP, you do not have the option to cancel one portion of the
examination.

It is the candidate’s responsibility to notify the ABP in writing of any change that may affect a
scheduled examination.
